Let us acknowledge the profound spiritual insights of our 

Aboriginal sisters and brothers, and land on which we 

gather, land that was taken from them without their consent, 

treaty or compensation. 

Honour their dreaming in this place.    We acknowledge that 

the Spirit was in the land revealing God to them.  We pay 

tribute to their long history of being stewards of this land 

and commit to walking respectfully on the land and 

journeying with the first nations people in the quest for 

justice and reconciliation.
